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New Sunday School Time for Children, Youth, & Adults

As we continue to seek ways to better share the Good News of Jesus Christ, many parts of our church have
been in conversation about how to best structure our Christian Education offerings for children and youth. The
slow decline in numbers at children's Sunday school over the last decade now means our church needs to be
creative in offering other options. We are convinced that we can reach many more participants than we are
currently reaching at our 11:00 time. Our staff and children and youth leadership have been working on some
solutions and experiments to address this serious challenge.

You may have noticed some of the efforts that have already been made over the last year, and we are
pleased to announce another step in this effort. In order to better reach children and youth, we are trying an
experiment this June. For June 6th, 13th, 20th and 27" we will be exploring how we can best achieve our goal
of providing Bible teaching & learning. We are hoping to receive feedback and responses to this time so that
we might offer the best program we can in the Fall of 2010. You can contribute by helping your child or youth
attend so that we might get your feedback as we test-run the program. We also ask that you will PRAY for
wisdom and discernment as we work to reach our children with God's word! Please see Rev. Channels or
any of the youth or children's Sunday school teachers with your input or questions.

Below you will find a brief schedule and description of the June experiment:
9:30am Second Service begins

Children's Worship children (aged 3years-2nd grade) depart service after the prayer
10:25am Worship ends (approximately)

Preschool (3 years-Pre-K) and Early Elementary (K-2nd grade) Sunday School teachers come
to Chapel to “pick up” their class members

All children (3rd grade-5th grade) will depart for class

Any children or youth not attending 9:30 service join their class in the meeting space.
10:30-11:15 Sunday School
11:15am Classes end

Children attending class whose families are attending 11:00 service will be brought back to the
sanctuary and returned to their families at an appropriate break in the service (hymn, end of
scripture, etc.) since worship will have already commenced.

All others are dismissed to their parents.

Our adults will also have the opportunity to attend the Friends in Faith Sunday School class, which is
changing its meeting time to 10:30-11:15am as well. Or, adults can get in on their own experiment! In June,
our pastors will be hosting a dialogue about the sermon called "Text Talk" from 10:30-11:15 am in the chapel.
Come ask questions and share your own viewpoint about the Scripture for the day!




Transitions.

The morphing of weather and personal schedules that comes with the changing of seasons and the
arrival of summer highlights the reality of transition. We are always in a state of transitioning from one
thing to another.

Within our home, our daily calendars for work and school and kids can change. Our home maintenance
routines are altered. Thermostats are switched over and gardening and lawn care takes on a whole new
meaning.

Within the church, new Sunday School curriculum arrives. Worship takes on new characteristics. Youth
camps and trips commence.

Within ourselves, this state of transitioning is never ending. Our minds, our bodies, our strength, our
flexibility, our emotional grounding, our joys, our worries, our relationships, all of the characteristics that
make up who we are are in a state of flux. Many group studies and books on spiritual reflection embrace
our transient status with titles like: "Growing into Christ," "Becoming God's Follower," "What's in Store."
Scripture teaches us that God's work in us is never done. “All of us are being transformed into the same
image from one degree of glory to another.” Il Corinthians 3:18. What we are now is still less than what
we will be when God's work in us is complete. And while sometimes | can get comfortable with where |
am now, who | think | am now, it's both unsettling and inspiring to know that God has more in store.

Power Pack Program

RCC answered an outreach call to address the needs of
high school youth who are considered homeless. In
November, 2009, we became involved in the Power
Pack Program which is funded from Harvesters and is
packed by RCC volunteers here at the church. The
program provides enough food for seven meals to youth
in Raytown High School, Raytown Alternative School,
and Raytown South High School. At the current time,
this program is filling the needs of five students at each
of the three schools.

Our volunteers prepare the food for a month at a time
and deliver the food to the high school counselor’s
office at each of the schools. Then the counselors pack
the food in backpacks like others carry so as not to call
attention to the recipients.

These backpacks are picked up by the students on
Fridays and returned on Mondays to be refilled for
the next weekend. All of the counselors have
expressed their thanks for the program.

Because this program operates during the school
year, pray for those 15 youth who will not have this
program during the summer. Harvesters may be
making changes or replanning this program for the
next school year.
