Whew.  That's a phone call worth putting other things aside for.  The thing is, the answer was both 
simple and complicated.  Yes, I could baptize them, I said.  Did they believe the good news that Jesus 
Christ loves them, forgives them, and has a new life they can start living today?  "I am embarrassed to 
say that I don't think my kids know about all that stuff," she said.  "Well," I said, "Let's start there." 
  
Our church is intentionally praying and planning about passing on our faith to new generations so that 
they can know and live out God's love for them.  Often, we express this by saying "We need more kids 
in our church!"  And while that is true, there is a truth that is deeper still.  There are LOTS of kids our 
church can reach pretty easily.  Our need is not really for more kids.  Our need is for more adults to 
invest in the lives of kids who don't know about Jesus and "all that stuff."  We need YOU to make the 
sandwiches for Summer Lunch Ministry, to be an assistant at Camp Koinonia, to tell a teen they did a 
good job on the choir trip, to learn a child's name in the narthex.  Or maybe sit on the front porch, taking 
time for a phone call from someone who needs Jesus. 
  
Do you believe the good news that Jesus Christ loves you, forgives you, and has a new life you can 
start living today?  Come and be baptized anew into the calling Christ has for you to share the good 
news.

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Gross income from our Spring Basement Sale June 9-12 was $5,275.00. After expenses of 
$270.78 (advertising $132.28 and meals $138.50), the net income is $5,004.22. In addition, the 
Food Pantry and Stephen Ministry distributed a few $10 vouchers to Food Pantry clients and 
RCC members. Seven of these vouchers were redeemed. 
 
In 2009, the Cabinet voted and determined we would have one basement sale per year beginning 
in 2010. They also voted that proceeds from the basement sales would be designated for a 
Property Maintenance/Improvement account after allowing for a distribution of some of these 
proceeds to youth workers to earn scholarship monies for the choir trip, bell trip, mission trips and 
camp.  
 
A more detailed report to the cabinet and board will be made at the August meetings and a 
determination made on the future of this community outreach project. In the meantime, there are 
preliminary discussions among our pastors and Outreach Department regarding the possibility of 
a fall clothing drive.  
 
We are grateful for all who participated Ð donating, volunteering and shopping. We especially 
want to thank the 39 adult volunteers, 21 youth, 6 staff volunteers, and 2 Sunday School classes 
(Searchers and H&H for lunches). We are also indebted to Lynda Hunsucker and Jennie 
Whittemore, who headed up the basement sale a number of years, for their support and advice.

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Our 2009-10 budget was $3,995 and I am happy to report that we met all of our 
budgeted obligations and also contributed over $4,139 to various causes that were not in 
the budget.  Some of the budgeted items include $1,500 to Church Finance Council; 
$200 to EldersÕ Scholarship Fund; $50 to BuildersÕ Club; $100 to the RCC capital 
improvements fund; $405 to RCC for kitchen upkeep and supplies; and $200 for 
ingathering which goes to places like Woodhaven and the St. Louis ChildrenÕs Home.  
Additionally, CWF contributed the following amounts which were not included in the 
budget:  $152 to American Leprosy Mission; $15 to Fellowship of the Least Coin; $100 to 
the Haiti mission trip; $572 to downtown First Christian Church; $100 to the Tall Oaks 
Gala; $100 to Tall Oaks for their new mattress project; $300 from the Adena Jones Fund 
for Continuing Education to Rev. Dawn as she pursues her doctorate; $100 to RCC food 
pantry; $500 to the summer lunch program; $100 to REAP; $1,000 to the dishwasher 
fund; and $1,100 to Troop 285 for the new Scout storage building.  In addition to 
monetary contributions, CWF donated many bags of clothing, after-school snack items, 
and food to First Christian downtown and Christmas gifts for five ladies at Truman 
Lakewood.  CWF gladly served approximately 12 funeral dinners and helped Sunday 
School classes serve some others.  It is estimated that 300-325 people were served.  
CWF or the church provides the meat, and side dishes and desserts are donated by 
CWF members.  Beginning in the spring, we were asked to provide juice boxes, animal 
crackers, and Cheerios for the nursery, which amounts to about $25 per month.  Groups 
have been taking turns providing these snacks.  For the coming year, this will be a 
budgeted item.  CWF participated in the regionÕs Jan.-June project of providing hygiene 
kits for Haiti and, along with the church, Scouts, and others, approximately 250 kits were 
assembled.  CWF also purchased 75 tubes of toothpaste to include in those kits which 
had none.  We also participated, along with the church, in Church World ServiceÕs school 
kit project, and 37 school kits were sent.  CWF sponsored a Òmitten treeÓ in Dec., and 
well over 100 pairs of new mittens, gloves, caps, and scarves were given to First 
Christian.  Our service ladies make quilts for newborn babies in our congregation, and 
several have been presented in the past year.  We also prepare a meal for the new 
parents.  Lap robes have also been sewn and are available through the office for anyone 
to take to someone who is ill or homebound.  In May, CWF sponsored a Òspring teaÓ 
which approximately 125 attended.       
 
So, as you can see, CWF is not just a bunch of ladies who get together to eat, visit, and 
have fun.  We do those things but also manage to accomplish quite a bit in the name of 
Christ and RCC.  We are working on a plan to try to get more women in the church 
interested in actively participating in CWF so we can do even more.

�� RCC has received a grant of $33,000 to enable Revs. Dawn and Joe Weaks to 
participate in the 2011 National Clergy Renewal Program funded by the Indianapolis-
based Lilly Endowment Inc. RCC is one of 149 congregations across the country that will 
support their ministers in the program, which allows pastors to step back from their busy 
lives and renew their spirits in a sabbatical period for the benefit of their ongoing 
ministries. 

 
Now in its 10th year, the program invites Christian congregations and ministers to 

consider and plan a period of intentional reflection and renewal. It provides a time for 
ministers to take a break from their daily obligations and gain the fresh perspective and 
renewed energy that a carefully considered Òsabbath timeÓ of travel, study, rest and prayer 
can provide. 
 

$15,000 of the grant's amount will be used to fulfill pastoral duties during the 
ministers' absence and for expenses related to the congregationÕs own renewal.  A task 
force, led by Jon LeChien, has been appointed by our board chair, Steve Wolff, to oversee 
the hiring of temporary staff persons during the sabbatical.  
        

 RCC and the Revs. Weaks were selected for their proposal entitled "Vitality in 
Minority." They will spend three months in the summer of 2011 studying how minority faith 
communities have provided a vibrant witness in their communities.  Their travel will 
take Rev. Joe to Haiti, and both of them to Italy and Mexico in the summer of 2011. 
 

This yearÕs grant recipients include congregations in 36 states. Almost two-thirds of 
them see between 100 and 300 at Sunday worship services. Twelve congregations have 
more than 1,000 at worship. The group of pastors counts 40 women, four of them 
members of clergy couples.
